Roll up all windows in your car

Avoid parking in dark and isolated areas.
Keep valuables out of sight.

Lock away important documents that a criminal could use to
commit fraud or identity theft in glove compartment box or

keep at home in a lock box.

Remove garage door remote controls from vehicles parked

outside.

Do not advertise your expensive stereo equipment by attach-

ing large stickers to your vehicle.

Record brand name, model and serial numbers of all your

valuable items.

puters, tools etc.: W.A (license #)D.L.
